MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

BETWEEN

THE UNIVERSITY OF MISSISSIPPI

AND

ENTITY

3. This Agreement may be terminated by either party’s giving ninety (90) days written notice to the other party.

The parties agree to treat as confidential and not disclose to any third party                                                                                                    without prior written consent of the other party, information or data that is identified confidential (“Confidential Information”).  Excluded from this obligation of confidentiality is information which:

a. was known to the recipient as evidenced by written documents prior to the date of disclosure by a party hereto;

b. was subsequently disclosed to recipient by a third party who has a right to disclose such information;

c. was public knowledge prior to disclosure or became public knowledge subsequent to disclosure other than through acts or omissions attributable to recipient; or

d. was independently discovered by the recipient without any reference to the other party’s Confidential Information as evidenced by its written documents.


Notwithstanding any provision to the contrary contained herein, it is recognized that MISSISSIPPI is a public agency of the State of Mississippi and is subject to the Mississippi Public Records Act, §§25‑61‑1, et. seq., Miss. Code Ann. If a public records request is made for any Confidential Information provided to MISSISSIPPI pursuant to this agreement, MISSISSIPPI shall promptly notify the disclosing party of such request. The disclosing party shall promptly institute appropriate legal proceedings to protect its Confidential Information. No Party to this agreement shall be liable to the other Party for disclosures of Confidential Information required by Court order or required by law.

The parties will jointly publish the results of the collaborative research.

ENTITY will own all right, title and interest in and to any invention, whether or not patentable, invented solely by employees of ENTITY.   MISSISSIPPI will own all right, title and interest in and to any invention, whether or not patentable, invented solely by employees of MISSISSIPPI.  Right, title and interest in and to inventions, whether or not patentable, invented jointly by employees of ENTITY and MISSISSIPPI will be owned jointly by ENTITY and MISSISSIPPI, each party having an equal and undivided interest. The term of this Agreement is five (5) years after the Effective Date and may be extended in writing by mutual agreement of the Parties.  The Agreement may be terminated by either Party with a minimum of three (3) months written notice to the other Party.
